 	* VBT to be considered in:
· Stage 2 (cervix positive) patients with negative staging
· Stage 1B (>50% MI) Grade 1 -2 tumour with negative staging or unstaged (based on PORTEC 2)

**HIGH INTERMEDIATE RISK patients 
High intermediate risk patients (as defined by GOG 99/GOG 122):
· Risk factors - Grade 2-3, outer 1/3 myometrial invasion, LVI +ve
· Age:    Any age (all 3 factors), >50 years old (2 of 3 factors), >70 years old (1 of 3 factors)
4 cycles Carboplatin and Paclitaxel chemotherapy to be followed by External beam radiation to whole pelvis
